THE BASICS 
 
 
WHAT IS THE GRANTS ADVISORY BOARD FOR YOUTH? 
Grants Advisory Board for Youth (GABY) is an exciting program for young people who want to have a positive 
impact on their communities. GABY provides an opportunity for youth to get hands on experience with 
community leadership and decision making. The GABY program provides funding for youth-led projects that 
address issues and challenges in the local area through its Youth Helping Other People Excel (YouthHOPE) 
grants. GABY members’ work together to decide which youth groups will receive funding to carry out their 
project ideas. 
 
WHO CAN SERVE ON THE BOARD?  
Young people between the ages of 12 and 19 who want to make a difference in the community and learn 
important leadership skills can join GABY. Applicants for the youth board must live or attend school in 
Western Placer County. You do not need prior leadership experience to become a GABY member.  One of the 
goals of GABY is to provide a place for youth to develop leadership skills. 
 
WHAT DO GABY MEMBERS DO?  
·  Develop important skills, gain leadership experience, meet new people and HAVE FUN while giving back 

to the community. 
·  Review grant applications that youth groups write themselves, and make decisions as a group about which 

projects will receive grants. 
·  Make grants to youth in the community who are trying to make a difference.  
·  Reach out to youth in the community to encourage them to plan a project and apply for a YouthHOPE grant 

to make it happen 
·  Keep in touch with YouthHOPE grant recipients and support them as they complete their projects 
 
HOW DOES THE GRANT PROCESS WORK? 
Young people in the community come up with project ideas that address a particular need or challenge. The 
project planners fill out a Youth Helping Other People Excel (YouthHOPE) grant application to let GABY 
members know what they want to do, why it is important for the community, and how much money they need 
for the project. GABY members review each application and decide as a group which projects will receive 
funding. After the projects are funded, GABY members conduct site visits to see their funding decisions in 
action. 
 
WHAT'S THE TIME COMMITMENT?  
GABY members are asked to attend two Saturday training sessions, and monthly board meetings. There is also 
independent work outside of the scheduled meetings, including reviewing the grant applications and attending 
site visits or meetings with the GABY grantees. GABY members usually spend between 5 and 10 hours a 
month doing program related activities. 
 
Regular attendance at meetings and events is required.  Please review the meeting schedule on the last page 
before submitting your application.

2. A brief reference letter from someone (besides your parents) who can tell us a little bit about 
you
